SOFTBALL QUEENSLAND INC BY-LAWS

BY-LAW 24.
REPEAL AND AMENDMENT 

24.1
With the exception of By-Law 13.1, these By-Laws may be repealed or amended at any time and from time to time:

(a)
at any meeting of the Board by a seventy-five percent (75%) majority of the votes of members present, entitled to vote and voting; or

(b)
at any General meeting of the Association by a two-thirds (2/3) majority of votes of members present entitled to vote and voting,

24.2
By-Law 13.1 may only be amended, repealed or added to at any time and from time to time by a special resolution at any General Meeting of SQI by a seventy-five per cent (75%) majority of the votes of members present, entitled to vote and voting.

24.3
Abstentions shall be disregarded for all purposes, that is to say that whether or not the requisite majority of votes exist will be determined by counting only those votes cast by members present and entitled to vote.

24.4
These By-Laws shall be deemed to have repealed all previous By-Laws of the Association but, save and except as specifically provided herein, these By-Laws shall not affect any right, duty or liability in respect of any act, matter or thing done or commenced, acquired or imposed pursuant to any previous Rules or By-Laws of the Association.

24.5
The SQI Policies and Procedures may be repealed or amended at any time and from time to time:

(a)
at any meeting of the Board as per By-Law 23 by a simple majority of votes of members present, entitled to vote and voting; or

(b)
at any General Meeting of the Association - in both cases a simple majority of votes will apply, abstentions shall be disregarded for all purposes, that is to say that whether or not the requisite majority of votes exists will be determined by counting only those votes cast by members present and entitled to votes.
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
