BY-LAW 6.
ASSOCIATE MEMBER – OTHER
6.1
Body Corporate


6.1.1
Applications for Associate Membership by a body corporate will be considered by the Board on receipt of a written request. Such request will outline how the Body Corporate directly contributes to the conduct, administration, promotion or development of softball.

6.1.2
In accepting the request, a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) will be developed setting out the Conditions of Membership, including any privileges, benefits, which shall not include the right to receive notice, attend or to vote at General Meetings and fees to be paid.


6.1.3
The application for membership will be accepted on receipt of the MOU duly signed by both organisations.


6.1.4
Where an Associate Member Body Corporate breaches their conditions of membership, their membership may be suspended or cancelled by the Board but not without the Body Corporate first being given the opportunity to present their case to the Board in accordance with By-Law 6.1.6 below.


6.1.5
Renewal of membership will be considered by the General Manager taking into consideration how the Body Corporate met the conditions of membership as outlined in the Memorandum of Understanding.

6.1.6
Where an application for membership or renewal of membership is rejected or where a Body Corporate breaches their conditions of membership and their membership is suspended or cancelled, the Body Corporate may lodge with the General Manager a written notice of intention to appeal against the decision.  Upon receipt of such notice of appeal the General Manager shall place the appeal on the agenda for determination at a Board Meeting. Two (2) delegates from the Body Corporate shall be permitted to attend such meeting for the purpose of making submissions on behalf of the applicant.  Upon conclusion of submissions, the SQI Board shall make a determination on the appeal by a majority of votes of the Board Members present, eligible to vote and voting and such determination shall be final and binding. Proxy votes are inadmissible.
6.2
Natural Person


6.2.1
Natural Persons include, but are not limited to:




(a)
persons who are appointed to a SQI Committee or to deliver programs and events on behalf of Softball Queensland Inc who are not Individual Members in accordance with By-Law 5;

6.2.2
A Natural Person shall remain a member until such time as they die, resign, are removed from their position or their membership is suspended or cancelled.

6.2.3
Where a Natural Person has their membership suspended or cancelled, they may lodge with the General Manager a written notice of intention to appeal against the decision.  Upon receipt of such notice of appeal the General Manager shall place the appeal on the agenda for determination at a Board Meeting. The Natural Person shall be permitted to provide a written submission or attend such meeting for the purpose of making a personal submission. Upon conclusion of submissions, the SQI Board shall make a determination on the appeal by a majority of votes of the Board Members present, eligible to vote and voting and such determination shall be final and binding. Proxy votes are inadmissible.
6.2.4
A Natural Person is not required to pay a membership fee and is entitled to receive communications, invitations to events and such other benefits as determined from time to time by the Board.

6.2.5
A Natural Person appointed to SQI Committees, programs or events are provided with insurance coverage in accordance with their position and duties.


6.2.6
A Natural person does not have the right to receive notice, attend or to vote at General Meetings.
6.3
Honorary Members


6.3.1
Honorary Members include, but are not limited to:




(a)
Softball Queensland Legends



(b)
Softball Queensland Hall of Fame members
6.3.2
Softball Queensland Legends and Hall of Fame Members shall become Honorary Members on induction into the relevant award category.

6.3.3
An Honorary Member shall remain a member until such time as they die, resign, are removed from their position or their membership is suspended or cancelled.
6.3.4
Where an Honorary Member has their membership suspended or cancelled, they may lodge with the General Manager a written notice of intention to appeal against the decision.  Upon receipt of such notice of appeal the General Manager shall place the appeal on the agenda for determination at a Board Meeting. The Honorary Member shall be permitted to provide a written submission or attend such meeting for the purpose of making a personal submission.  Upon conclusion of submissions, the SQI Board shall make a determination on the appeal by a majority of votes of the Board Members present, eligible to vote and voting and such determination shall be final and binding. Proxy votes are inadmissible.
6.3.5
Honorary Membership is non-transferable and is specific to the individual /organisation concerned.

6.3.6
Honorary Members are not required to pay a membership fee to the Association by reason of only being an Honorary Life Member and are entitled to receive communications, invitations to events and such other benefits as determined from time to time by the Board.

6.3.7
Honorary Members do not have the right to receive notice, attend or to vote at, General Meetings.
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
